AND WETLAND

This is to give notice that Guadalupe County has, under 24 CFR Part 58, conducted an evaluation
as required by Executive Order 11988 and Executive Order 11990 in accordance with HUD
regulations at 24 CFR 55.20 Subpart C, Procedures for Making Determinations on Floodplain
Management and Protection of Wetlands. The activity is funded under The TX General Land
Office Community Development Block Grant Mitigation (CDBG-MIT) Program. The project
locations are as stated under REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS, and both locations are
located in the FFRMS floodplain. The extent of the FFRMS floodplain was determined using the
Freeboard Value Approach. The activities total approximately 5-acres at each project site, in the
floodplain.

According to the USFWS National Wetlands Inventory maps, each project site crosses a wetland,
totaling approximately 0.10-acres at each crossing. Work will be approached under Nationwide
Permit 14, Linear Transportation Projects and  itionwide Permit 13, Bank Stabilization, both as
non- Horting permits. All limits and conditions of the permits will be followed.

There will be no adverse effects on the natural values of the floodplain or wetland because best
management practices will be followed during construction, and the project activities will not
change the topography. HUD’s 8-Step decision-making process of §55.20 to comply with 24 CFR
Part 55 was completed.

Guadalupe County has considered the followin alternatives and mitigation measures to minimize
adverse impacts and to restore and preserve natural and beneficial functions and intrinsic values of
the existing floodplain and wetland: Additional Location: The original scope of work included
Pioneer Road; however, modeling indicated that the project activities would not provide enough
benefit. This alternative was no longer considered. No Action Alternative: Taking no action would
incur no costs for the improvements and would cause no construction-related environmental

impact but would be unable to provide improvements to the conveyance of water at the project
locations, mitigating future flooding.

Guadalupe County has reevaluated alternatives to building in the floodplain and wetland and has
determined that it has no practicable alternative to floodplain and wetland development.
Environmental files documenting compliance w 1 Executive Order 11988 and Executive Order
11990 are available for public inspection, review and copying as outlined in the paragraph of
FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT.
